EHWC Coaches Code of Conduct

The East Helena Wrestling Club is dedicated to every wrestler involved throughout their lifetime for fun, fitness and/or achievement. It is expected that each coach consistently display a high personal standard and project a favorable image while coaching and act as an ambassador for the EHWC.

Expected Conduct as a East Helena Wrestling Coach 
· Coaches must maintain a current knowledge of the sport of wrestling, rules and standards as defined in the required Coaches clinic and Bronze certified training. They must also complete a background check as required by USAW. 
· Coaches must encourage a safe environment and hard work ethics with all wrestlers. If a wrestler is seen to be behaving in an unsafe or unsportsmanlike manner the coach must immediately intervene. 
· Coaches must maintain a positive learning environment. Always emphasize that good athletes must strive to be good students and be both mentally and physically alert. 
· Coaches must be at all tournaments and practices. This means actively participating in practice, on the mat working with all wrestlers. If you are not able to attend please inform the head coach. 
· Coaches are not allowed to physically, emotionally, or psychologically abuse any wrestler, parent, or referee. All coaches will treat each other, parents, opposing coaches, and officials with respect and dignity regarding language, attitude, behavior and mannerisms. 
· Coaches must never protest an official call in an aggressive demonstrative manner or deliberately conduct themselves in an unsportsmanlike manner. The use of profane or insulting offensive language will not be tolerated. Treat opponents and officials with respect both in victory and defeat. 
· At no time will it be allowed for a member of the East Helena Coaching staff coach against an EHWC team member with the opposing team. In the event that EHWC team members must wrestle, coaches will ensure each member is equally represented. 
· While fathers coaching sons is not discouraged and can often be helpful, it should not be exclusive, if you are coaching, you need to be willing and ready to coach all wrestlers. Allow your wrestlers’ goals to take precedence over you own. 

As a coach of the East Helena Wrestling Club you will be issued an EHWC Coaches shirt with the understanding that the following Code will be adhered to. At any time any of these guidelines are not followed you may be asked to step down as an EHWC coach and your coach’s shirt will be asked to be returned.
